Date: January 24, 2023

Non-Urban Outdoor Recreation Grant for Brenham Family Park Phase I(a)

Since our last update staff along with Quiddity and Wild Associates has re-submitted the
Environmental Assessment to Texas Parks and Wildlife who subsequently has sent it to the
National Parks Service for final approval. Based on the first round of recommendations from
August of 2022 we feel that we have met all requirements related to archeological,
environmental and design parameters. Quiddity has plans at 90% complete and we have also
submitted them to our plan review team for comments. We have received a new timeline which
is attached. We are anxious to receive the notice to proceed from the National Parks Service
which is issuing the $750,000 of grant funds to Texas Parks and Wildlife for this project. It is with
high hopes that we are able to get this project started in 2023 so it can be enjoyed by all.

In the meantime, we are proceeding with the Bridge Crossing that is located in the middle of
Phase 1 and Phase 2 and will be needed not only for access to a lift station but long-term to
connect the two sides. This was not part of the grant and was funded by BCDC. Bids are opening
on January 26, 2023. We are also actively working with the Disc Golf Group to relocate the disc
golf coarse from Hohlt Park to the south end of Phase 2 which will have a footprint of roughly 25
acres. This will allow them to have a more spacious coarse and 18 holes rather than 9. By
adding this it will give another amenity to the Brenham Family Park until Phase 2 and 3 are
developed more fully.

Recreational Trails Program for Crossover Nature Trail
Since last meeting we have successfully awarded this project to Collier Construction in the
amount of $291,517. Through Texas Parks and Wildlife we received a grant in the amount of

$66,400. The balance is funded by BCDC. The notice to proceed has been given to the City and
construction should begin in February of 2023.

These improvements will include a boardwalk, educational signage, a 0.59-mile granite looped
trail, benches, and numerous plantings that attract butterflies and pollinators. (See
attachments) This will be known as the “Crossover Nature Trail”.

We are excited to finally get this project off the ground and enhance this area of Hohlt Park for
all.

Staff would like to update the Board on BCDC funded items related to Parks, Recreation, and
Aquatics. The team has completed all but 1 project from 2021-22. Those are listed in the top section
of the following page. A contract with Collier Construction is expected to be signed by meeting time
and all indications are that the Hohlt Park Nature Trail Enhancements will be under construction in
February of 2023. The Hattie Mae Flowers playground equipment finally arrived and should be
completed by meeting date.

For the 2022-23 “New” projects our team is working hard to identify vendors, meet procurement
policy and get applicable quotes to move forward. Some of the projects are much more intense
such as the Men/Women Locker Room Refurbishment, Play for All Playscape and Turf Fields at
Hohlt. Other projects are simpler, and we have already issued purchase and have even completed
many of the projects.

The team is excited to enhance the Blue Bell Aquatic Center and City of Brenham Parks System and
provide programming for our community through these dedicated funds. We appreciate the
support of the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board and BCDC as it makes a huge difference and is
noted by all.

3. Discussion Related to Jackson Street Park Master Plan

In 2021-22 BCDC allocated funds to conduct a Master Plan of Jackson St Park. We wanted to
take an in-depth look into this older park and look at making enhancements to this park in budget
year 2023-24. In the Jackson St Park Plan, we wanted to look at current amenities as well as future
amenities that will benefit this park long-term. In early 2022, staff engaged Burditt Consultants to
conduct a Master Plan and give us a menu of items to consider when preparing for funding related
to enhancements. Staff received that information in May and we would like to share that
information with Parks Board. Shane Howard with Burditt Consultants along with his team will

be at the meeting to discuss their findings and get input from Parks Board members along with
staff.

As with other park improvements we will have to conduct improvements in different phases and
prioritize them based off safety, ADA enhancements and overall usage of park amenities.

Burditt Consultants will present the findings along with “ball-park™ budget numbers for each
improvement. We can then discuss and decide which amenities are planned for Phase 1 in the
upcoming funding cycle.

Burditt Consultants met with Parks Staff and walked the park, listening to ideas, usage, and
problems and areas of concern. Identified playing fields are good, there are some electrical that
needs upgrading as well as restroom facilities need to be upgraded. The current Kitchen/Pavilion
area that needs some attention or a better option for usage. Making better use of the trails and
possibly expanding. The upper part of the park that is not being utilized, once upon a time it was
an archery area, but now isn’t used. The Consultants presented an analysis plan and a drawing of
some possible suggestions for upgrades/improvements.

High Points touched on: shading, enhancing the trails making them a 6ft trail, electrical, new and
additional lighting, better use of the space, drainage & run off issues. Address upgrading the
lights, structure ball play, and maybe adding a quite area. Discussion was had on the need for
additional Pickleball Courts. Adding the possibility of a pump track. New playgrounds, possibly
cover the basketball courts, shade structures around the ball fields to assist with shade for players
and parents.

Discussing was had on the option of taking the proposed pump track or the two fields to the right
converting them into pickleball courts expanding that need but not taking away from the current

usage of the ball fields. Or the option to move the basketball court out onto open of the fields or
cover another basketball court to provide that in the community.

There was also discussion of the concern of foot traffic and things that occur in the park that aren’t
park related and making sure we do not create a space favorable for this type of activity.

Two options were presented along with a breakdown of cost for each item or upgrade. These are
options to consider and to look at further.

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4. Updates on 2021, 2022, 2023 BCDC Funded Items

Staff would like to update the Board on the 2021, 2022 and 2023 BCDC funded items related to Parks,
Recreation, and Aquatics. The team has completed all but 4 projects from 2021-22. Those are listed in
the top section of the following page. The Therapy Pool Parking Lot was recently completed and in use
for the first time this week. The Bullpen Upgrades and the Hattie Mae Flowers Playground have been
issued purchase orders and are awaiting install by the vendors. We will be opening bids on the Hohlt
Park Nature Trail Enhancements on October 21%,

For the 2022-23 “New” projects our team is working hard to identify vendors, meet procurement policy
and get applicable quotes to move forward. Some of the projects are much more intense such as the
Men/Women Locker Room Refurbishment, Play for All Playscape and Turf Fields at Hohlt. Other
projects are simpler, and we have already issued purchase order for Lights in the Competition and
Therapy Pool and will soon be issuing purchase orders on other items.

The team is excited to enhance the Blue Bell Aquatic Center and City of Brenham Parks System and
provide programming for our community through these dedicated funds.
