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Senate Bill No. 656, Section 102.007 of the Texas Local Government Code requires the following
information be included on the cover page of the budget document:

The FY2018-19 proposed budget for the City of Brenham will raise
more revenue from total property taxes than last year’s budget by an
amount of $268,777, which is a 4.15 percent increase from last year’s
budget. The property tax revenue to be raised from new property
added to the tax roll this year is $84,022.
